After high school she meet and married Curtis Lee Norton of Rusk where she
began and worked for the Rusk State Hospital for 30 plus years. Her favorite
passion was coaching and refereeing soccer for the Jacksonville Youth
Soccer Association and visiting with her many friends and relatives.
